To be eligible for this award, you will need to provide to The Navigation Centre (we have to sight the originals – copies will not be accepted) of your marine licences (Coxswain/MED2/MED3) if you have them, Elements of Shipboard Safety (listing the modules you have done & been found competent in), current Senior First Aid Certificate – (listing the modules), your Marine Radio Operators Certificate of Proficiency (MROCP) & your Workplace Based Taskbook.

This includes the use of coastal navigational charts to plan and conduct the passage and the application of coastal navigational techniques involving a range of instrumentation and navigational aids. This unit has been retitled but covers the same functions as previous unit TDMMH801A Plan and navigate an inshore passage.

	Operate & maintain steering gear arrangementsThis unit involves the skills and knowledge required of a Master 5 or Skipper 3 to operate and maintain steering gear arrangements on a small commercial vessel.

	TDMMR1807B
	Operate deck machinery installed on a small vessel of less than 750 KW propulsion power This unit involves the skills and knowledge required within the limits of responsibility of a Master 5 and Marine Engine Drivers Grades 2 and 3 to operate and carry out basic user maintenance on shipboard lifting equipment and deck machinery as per manufacturer's instructions, marine regulations and vessel operational procedures.

	TDMMR307B
	Operate fuel, fresh & sea water, bilge & fire pumping systems installed in a vessel  This unit involves the skills and knowledge required of a Master 5 or Skipper 3 to operate fuel, fresh and sea water, bilge and fire pumping systems installed in a small commercial vessel.

	TDMMR5407B
	Carry out refuelling & fuel transfer operations This unit involves the skills and knowledge required to supervise or carry out routine refuelling and fuel transfer operations as per relevant sections of Part D of the National Standard for Commercial Vessels (NSCV). The commercial vessel should be considered as operating within the coastal environment and include the transfer of fuel from one vessel to another while at sea.

	Perform seamanship, rigging & lifting operations on board a small domestic vesselThis unit involves the seamanship skills, knowledge and techniques required when performing routine operations and using lifting and rigging equipment on a domestic commercial vessel in accordance with safe working practices.

	TDMMU507B
	Ensure compliance with environmental considerations in a small domestic vessel This unit involves the skills and knowledge required to operate a coastal vessel up to 24 metres in length in compliance with marine regulations and environmental considerations.
